  Recently, I discovered that 
Jesus on at least two different occa-
sions after the resurrection told the 
disciples that their business was to 
make disciples. This was done in the 
room where Jesus came to them be-
hind locked doors.  It was done in 
Galilee where Jesus met the disciples 
on the mountain where he had told 
them to go. (Matthew 28, the Great 
Commission) He also told them to be 
witnesses to the whole world in Acts 1. 
While not particularly specified in Acts, 
the intention of our Lord was for the 
church to realize that it was in the 
business of making and maturing dis-
ciples. 
 I was recently involved in a 
conversation with a staff member from 
one of our churches. The subject was 
discipleship. The conversation turned 
to the fact that when we grew up in the 
church there were available materials 
that covered almost every topic that a 
member needed to learn in their 
growth as church members and Chris-
tian disciples. Those materials did a 
good job of providing information. 
While it is true, we often read our 
parts, we learned. While I do not advo-

cate doing anything poorly, I recognize 
that weak efforts at maturing disciples 
are better than no efforts at all. Some 
churches are doing very few things to 
mature disciples. Whole areas that in-
volve making ethical decisions are left 
untouched. Many churches have no sys-
tematic plan for teaching members how 
to make informed Biblical World View 
decisions. Little or no teaching takes 
place related to Christian and Baptist 
History, church organization and polity, 
basic doctrine, or the sharing of the faith. 
 Ill-equipped disciples are weak 
disciples. One person said, “It is no won-
der that some of our members and our 
churches have so many problems.” 
Strong churches will have some means 
of developing disciples. A brief study of 
churches like Saddleback and Willow 
Creek as well as other growing strong 
church families will demonstrate the 
value of intentional paths of discipleship. 
There are two questions that must be 
asked, “How will we enable our member-
ship to grow and mature in Christ?  
(What plan will we use?) How can we 
know where members are in the growth 
and maturation process? (If we don’t 
know where each member is in the proc-

ess, we cannot help them achieve 
the next level of maturity.) Answers 
to these questions will lead to build-
ing new member orientation and 
training, the offering of opportunities 
to learn that will address specific 
maturation needs, and opportunities 
for hands on involvement in evan-
gelism and missions. The goal is 
transformed lives of people who will 
be involved in reaching the world 
and making new disciples. 
 My prayer is that churches 
will give attention to the mission that 
Christ has given to us of making 
disciples. We must be about this 
business.
