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Perspectives by Henry Simmons

This article is the last in the
series, “Churches That Make a Differ-
ence.” | cannot overemphasize the
importance of the subject for this arti-
cle. “Is There a Need for Church Re-
pentance?” | realize that even broach-
ing this subject is sensitive but | am
also aware that churches have a cor-
porate nature and a responsibility be-
fore God. Corporate nature simply
means that God views a group of peo-
ple as if they were one-person. This is
expressed in the Bible in relationship
to churches and in relationship to na-
tions. This article is not written in a
judgmental sense but in an effort to
present spiritual truth. In the letters to
the seven churches in the book of
Revelation, five churches of the seven
are called to repentance. The word
itself simply means to change the
mind completely for the positive. In the
Old Testament, the idea of repentance
is to turn around and turn to God.

Sometimes churches have
need to review their history and ask
the question, “Have we as a body dis-
obeyed God either in the present or in
the past in such a way as to call for
our repentance as a body?” One
church in Charleston, SC in the midst

of the process, “Fresh Encounters,” had
a night of confession and repentance. In
that meeting, a lady stood and said, “We
decided some years ago to close our
doors to a group of people. God is not
pleased with that. We need to repent.”
After some tears and prayers of repen-
tance among some other things, the
church began to see new blessings from
God. Some churches have looked back-
ward and have seen that there were peri-
ods of fighting and conflict. Others have
seen a meltdown of relationships be-
tween pastor and people. Any number of
things can be inserted here. Failure to
keep commands that God has given like
the “Great Commission” or the necessity
to minister to the needy could call for
repentance.

The spiritual truth is that
churches have a responsibility to act in
accordance with the specified will of God
as expressed in the Bible. Willful contin-
ued disobedience calls for repentance
either of individuals or churches. When
we are out of the will of God, He cannot
bless us. Sometimes | think about the
blessings that | have missed because |
was out of step with God.

The question then is this, “How
does a church go about approaching this

matter?” One way would be to in-
volve leadership and the church
family in processes like Fresh En-
counters or Experiencing God.
Some church revitalization efforts
also include a time of addressing
this matter. As a part of the process,
make sure that at the appropriate
time this subject is not skipped. Plan
a corporate time together and allow
the membership to prayerfully seek
the guidance of the Holy Spirit. Per-
haps, deacons or other church lead-
ers could give time to prayerin a
retreat setting. Such an effort takes
courage, spiritual wisdom and
prayer. But, it also takes obedience.
Henry Blackaby indicates in his
work, “Fresh Encounters,” that such
process is dangerous in the sense
that when we see what God wants
us to do and we fail to do it we are
disobedient. Disobedience to God
always brings its consequences.

| have written today out of a
great love for churches but also out
of a sense of obedience. May God
bless in churches in rich ways.
