Road.  Thursday evening training and wor-
ship will be in Shortess Chapel at Columbia 
International University.  Friday and Satur-
day will be spent at local correctional facili-
ties.

The Pajama Program is a 501-C3 not-for-
profit organization that provides new, warm 
pajamas and books to children in need in 
the United States and around the world.  
Many of the children are waiting and hoping 
to be adopted and they have never known 
the comforts of a mother or father to tuck 
them into a cozy bed and read them a bed-
time story.  Many have been abandoned 
and deprived of any love at all.  There are 2 
chapters in SC – one in Fort Mill and one in 

Charleston.  Donations may be made to this 
program in honor or memory of someone.

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 Last month,  in a continuation 
of a series of articles about Churches 
That Change the World, I wrote an 
article about raising the level of evan-
gelism. I am not sure that I made it 
clear that the article was part of the 
series. Just let me reemphasize that 
churches that change the world will 
raise the level of evangelism. Evangel-
ism will be a high priority. 
 Today, I want to address an-
other matter. Churches that change 
the world will value people. By that I 
mean, people are more important than 
programs, ideology, or personal wants 
or desires. A church that values peo-
ple will make meeting the needs of 
people inside and outside the church a 
high priority. People who are valued 
will be seen as those whom God has 
made. We serve God by serving them. 
 Churches that value people 
will stop the fighting and come to-
gether in love. One of the great disap-
pointments that I have in churches as 
a whole is that we are far too prone to 
become involved in disruptive dis-
agreements. One of my seminary pro-
fessors told a story of a church that 
became involved in a long time dis-

pute over which side of the church the 
piano should occupy. Two families in 
the church were divided over their de-
sires for the placing of the piano. One 
desired for it to be on the left in the wor-
ship center the other desired for it to be 
on the right.  Each Sunday, the first 
family to arrive placed the piano where 
they desired it to be. The next Sunday 
the other family would arrive first and 
move it to the other side. To end the 
dispute, one person from one family 
finally nailed the piano to the floor. His 
last word on the church was that the 
church no longer exists.  
 A church that values people will 
not allow such petty issues to be a con-
stant source of division. It will value 
people who have differing ideas. Lead-
ership in such churches will bring differ-
ing sides together and say, ―You are 
loved and respected; how can we come 
together and resolve these issues?‖  
Failure to resolve such issues takes its 
toll on the whole body of people who 
are the people of God. Failure to re-
solve such issues undervalues the lar-
ger body who is hurt by the continuing 
conflict. 
 A church that values people will 

get beyond, ―This is what we want.‖ 
They will rally around ministries that 
serve persons who have not yet 
come. They might start a ministry to 
single mothers by having a ―Mothers 
Day Out.‖ They might in our econ-
omy have seminars for those who 
are seeking jobs. They might have 
an after school program. One church 
provides a meal once a week for 
hungry children. However, such a 
congregation will not neglect the 
needs of those who are members of 
the congregation. For these congre-
gations, missions and ministry will 
have a face and the focus will be to 
make a difference in Christ’s name. 
 What would it be like to be a 
part of a congregation that is always 
asking, ―Who do we serve and how 
do we serve them best?‖  What 
would happen if on a regular basis 
the congregation was reminded in 
visual ways, these are the people we 
serve. Meaningful videos would dem-
onstrate involvement in China or 
West Virginia. Stories of people in 
Florence would motivate others to be 
involved. Great churches that make 
a difference value people.
