Buckets of Hope for Haiti:  Many of our 

church members have wanted to know what 
they can do to help the people of Haiti in a tan-
gible way.  Buckets of Hope is a way to do this.  
This ministry is a joint effort between the lead-
ers of the Florida Baptist Convention, Interna-
tional Mission board, Baptist Global Response 
and Southern Baptist Disaster Relief.  

 Enclosed in this newsletter you will 

find a sheet with VERY SPECIFIC instructions 

on the items to include and the way to pack 

them.  Every bucket must be identical because 

of customs.  The estimated cost is about $30 

per bucket plus they are asking for a $10 cash 

donation to be placed in an envelope and 

taped to the top of the bucket to help with the 

cost of shipping the buckets to Haiti.  We will 

collect the envelopes at the warehouse and 

then send one check for the shipping costs to 

the SCBC.  PLEASE DO NOT put the money 

INSIDE the bucket.  

 The Wal Marts in Florence and Lake 

City are aware of the project. The manager at 

the Irby Street Wal Mart plans to have the buck-

ets packed with one bar code on it to make it 

easier and more convenient for customers.  

Hopefully these will be available after February 

22nd.  Of course you can buy things separately 

and do your own bucket – whatever is easier 

for you. Buckets may also be purchased at 

Home Depot, Lowe’s, Sherwin Williams, and 

Ace Hardware. Be sure the bucket is a 5 gallon 

bucket with a handle.  

 Buckets should be collected at a cen-

tral place at your church so they can all be 

brought to the collection site at one time.  DO 

NOT bring them to the FBA office.  Collection 

Days will be March 11, 12, 15 from 9 am – 4 

pm at the old HRS Textiles Warehouse located 

at 2840 Southborough Road.  There will be 

signs for “Buckets of Hope” marking where to 

take the buckets when you get there.  The 

buckets MUST be turned in by March 15 so 

they will be ready for the SCBC to ship them to 

Florida.   

  

VOLUNTEERS NEEDED:  We need some 

male volunteers to help in the warehouse to 

collect the buckets.  If you can help March 11, 

12, 15 anytime from 9 am to 4 pm, please con-

tact Louanne and sign up for a time to work.  If 

the weather is still cold, be sure to wear appro-

priate clothing.  The buckets will be put on pal-

lets and shrink wrapped for shipping.   

  

Ministry Health Kits:  The items to include in 

the Ministry Health Kits are listed in another 

part of this newsletter.  We will be using these 

kits for our Fair Ministry in October and some of 

them will go to Santee Association for them to 

distribute. We don’t usually set goals for each 

church like we do for the prisoner packets.  

Please do as many as possible.  We realize 

that the Buckets of Hope for Haiti are being 

done at the same time.  We need at least 300 

for the fair ministry.  If you have any questions, 

please contact our office at 662-5921.

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 Several months ago in a 
meeting of pastors, one pastor was 
talking about hearing a message that 
changed his life and his perspective. 
The following Sunday morning, he 
preached a message entitled, “Out of 
the Seats and Into the Streets.” I only 
heard a summary of the message. I 
wish that I could have heard it as he 
preached it. He was so very ener-
gized. How I wish that churches could 
be energized to be “Out of the Seats 
and Into the Streets!” 
  This morning, I stopped into 
my favorite place to pick up coffee on 
the way to the office. At the counter, I 
told the lady behind the counter. I wish 
that churches could be like _________ 
and I named the place of business. 
What I meant was that the place is so 
warm and welcoming. Employees are 
cheerful and make customers feel ap-
preciated. Customers know each other 
and  camaraderie exists. Even those 
who don’t know each other sense an 
environment where everybody is 
somebody.  Her response was my 
jewel for the day. She replied, “The 
church is supposed to be in you and 
then it is supposed to get out.” I am 
not sure that all the theology is exactly 
right but the principle is dead on. 

“Jesus is supposed to be in you and then 
He is supposed to get out.” It is not in the 
seats that it happens; it is in the streets.” 
 If I had one message left to 
preach and I knew it, one half of the 
message would be given to persuade 
any person in the sound of my voice to 
receive Christ who has not done so. The 
other half of the message would be used 
to persuade followers of Christ to “Get 
out of the seats and into the streets.” If it 
doesn’t happen, two things are sure. 1. 
Churches will continue to dry up on the 
vine and die. They will lose their vitality. 
2. Those who are lost will not be reached 
unless God raises up someone else to 
do it. Who will tell them if we don’t go? 
 An opportunity to get in the 
streets will take place on March 13. On 
that day at 10:00 a.m. people from all 
over the association will meet at First 
Baptist Church, Lake City to go prayer-
walk as much of the city as possible. 
This is simply a time when followers of 
Christ will go together and pray for peo-
ple who live in houses, for children who 
go to schools, for people who are on the 
streets, and for those who do not know 
Christ. As much as possible, names of 
residents will be given for the streets that 
we prayerwalk. God may give encoun-
ters where it will be possible to share 

Christ. 
 What do we expect to hap-
pen from this experience? We ex-
pect God to answer prayer and be-
gin to stir hearts. We expect God to 
stir hearts of those who pray and 
give new visions and new perspec-
tives about what God has called us 
to do. We expect God to call out 
laborers into the harvest and people 
to come to Christ. Perhaps some will 
do so on the 13

th
 but we really be-

lieve that God will start something 
that will truly make a difference. I 
would like to see some from every 
church come for this effort and then 
go back home and begin to prayer-
walk every neighborhood in our as-
sociation. Let’s get in the streets. It 
would be helpful if groups from 
churches that will participate would 
call 662-5921 and let us know how 
many will be coming so that we can 
be prepared.
