 In Thom Ranierôs book, 
Breakout Churches, he writes about 
an ABC moment which deals with 
Awareness, Belief, and Crisis. The 
essence of the moment is that the 
church becomes aware that the 
church is less than it ought to be; it 
believes and confronts the brutal 
facts of reality; and produces a cri-
sis in the life of the leader(s) Ranier 
p.72. I would prefer to call that mo-
ment the Moment of Truth.  
 We humans, frail as we are, 
tend to deny or hide from painful 
truth.  When we learn that a loved 
one has died, we often will push 
away from the truth by saying, ñOh, 
no that canôt be so!ò We close our 
ears when friends try to point out 
some areas in which our behavior 
needs improvement. Churches 
even when confronted with verifi-
able evidence will often say, ñThat 
is not true!ò Many members of many 
churches believe their church is 
growing when the truth is that the 
church is in decline and has been 

so for many years. They will be-
lieve that the figures are wrong 
and will not face the reality of the 
situation. At times churches will 
have to experience a major crisis 
to be able to face the truth. 
 Another moment of truth 
is the moment we accept the truth 
that God reveals to us about our-
selves. That moment of truth 
could be a salvation experience 
or a confrontation with shortcom-
ings that hinder our service. 
 Churches and leaders 
must have the courage to face 
the hard realities. Is my church 
smaller than it was five years 
ago? Have we created barriers 
that have prevented us from 
reaching people? Have we lost 
the fire we had some several 
years ago? This crisis is painful. It 
calls for discernment on the part 
of the leader/pastor and an un-
derstanding of how things are. 
Sometimes this understanding is 
intuitive; sometimes it is the result 

of outside influences or learning ex-
periences. Godôs leaders know that 
there are necessary changes and 
those changes will not come easily or 
without cost. 
 Our natural instinct is to re-
turn to the comfortable - to resist 
change. Doing the necessary things 
in all likelihood will create tension 
and perhaps conflict. Some of us re-
member the conflict within that went 
with our salvation experience. The 
wake-up call will certainly produce 
tension. It is a moment of truth. The 
decision becomes, ñWill we do what 
has to be done to change our reality 
so that we can be Godôs church?ò 
Unfortunately, many congregations 
are unwilling to pay that price. They 
choose to remain in mediocrity or to 
die. 
 Jesus said, ñYou will know the 
truth, and the truth will set you free.ò  
John 8:32  It will only set us free if we 
face our moment of truth and allow it 
to lead us to make the necessary 
changes under the power of God.
